Editorial

"Culture is the common language of Europe", in the words of Fernand Braudel. First
and foremost, Europe should be seen not just as a geographic and economic entity,
but as a work of the human spirit, built of monuments, paintings, music, films and
books. A space characterised by culture in general and by cultures in particular,
expressed in the diversity of its languages, traditions and territories.

How could one contemplate the future of Europe without including at the heart of the
project something which forms the foundation of Europe and binds it together? As
France prepares to assume the presidency of the European Union, it is this
outstanding richness in art and heritage which we wish to celebrate, by looking at the
ways it has been perceived in the media of film and television over the last fifty years.

While television, since the signing of the Treaty of Rome, has faithfully recorded the
stages of the construction of Europe, it has also reflected, and indeed stimulated,
encounters between the cultures of each member state with those of its European
neighbours. A window which opens out on to the continent, the small screen has
been an eye witness of the major cultural events which have marked the relatively
short history of the Union, and has also become a remarkably effective means of
communicating the trends, creations, currents of thought, lifestyles, works of art and
the spirit which have been born there.

Because it unites us and links us together in a dimension which transcends our
origins and our differences, culture has made the most powerful contribution to
generating amongst the citizens of Europe a sense of belonging to the same
community. In the era of the digital revolution, we are delighted to enable the citizens
of Europe to look back at, or discover for the first time, on the Internet pictures of the
artists who have shared with France their talent and their creativity, and who have
resolutely driven the "Europe of cultures” forward. Pictures which speak to us and
move us, which give pleasure and stimulate the imagination, and which, more than
ever before, carry with them our memory and our identity.

To mark the French presidency of the European Union, INA (Institut national de

| audiovisuel) and Cultures France are creating a "Europe of Cultures" audiovisual
web site . This wide-ranging interactive fresco consists of more than 350 videos of
artists, designers, and significant cultural venues and events, covering each of the 27
countries of the European Union over the last 50 years.

Through these archive items, most of which have been specially selected from
French TV footage, the site presents encounters between French culture and the
cultures of the other member states, and reflects the emergence of "European
culture”.

All forms of art and culture are represented: architecture (Rem Koolhaas, Jean
Nouvel, Renzo Piano ), plastic arts (Christo, Chris tian Boltanski, Ren@ Magritte ),
comic books (Hugo Pratt, Schuiten and Peeters ), ci nema (Aki Kaurismaki, Rainer
W. Fassbinder, Alfred Hitchcock ), dance (Pina Baus ch, Blanca Li, Angelin
Prejlocaj), literature (Alberto Moravia, Tristan Tzara, Georges Simenon ), classical
and contemporary music (Herbert Von Karajan, Pierre Boulez, Montserrat

Caball@ ), popular, rock and electronic music (Arno , Nina Hagen, Laurent
Garnier ), photography (Martin Parr, Peter Lindberg h, Gistle Freund ), theatre
(Harold Pinter, Ariane Mnouchkine, Dario Fo), cult ural events (Venice Biennale,
Love Parade , Eurovision, Cannes Film Festival ), heritage (Sistine Chapel,
Guggenheim Museum ), not forgetting fashion (Agatha Ruiz de la Prada, John
Galliano, Karl Lagerfeld ) and design (Flaminio Ber toni, Philippe Starck, Arne
Jacobsen).

The Internet user will have several innovative ways of accessing the videos:
- interactive timeline fresco;

- mapping by country;

- simple and advanced search engine.

The site is entirely bilingual in French and English. Each video is set into its historic
and artistic context, and accompanied by a documentary note and a full transcription.
Transversal paths are provided for thematic navigation through all the videos.

The site will be open to everyone free of charge from 1% July 2008.
